Vocabulary Cards
deprived of liberty

to take away freedom and independence
restricted

to keep within bounds; to limit

in accordance with law

in agreement with the written rules that we all must follow
due process of law

a fair way of carrying out or applying the written rules 
property

something such as land or money that is owned or belongs to someone
independent
not under the control of another

trial

the hearing and judgement of something in a court

a reasonable term
a time that is not beyond what is usual or expected 

rights

things that everyone is owed, can claim or is due

obligation
something, such as a promise or a contract, that requires you to do something; something one must do
prosecution

to carry on a legal action in a court against an accused person to prove his or her guilt 
prosecution witnesses

witnesses who support the guilt of the person charged with a crime
accused

to blame a fault, wrong or crime on a person
speedy and public trial

a trial that is taking place quickly, that is open to the people to watch and is not kept secret

impartial

not favoring one side or the other; fair
jury

a group of people selected to hear and examine certain facts and determine the truth

interrogate
to question a person’s statements carefully and completely

witness

a person who sees or personally knows about something; a person who makes a statement about something he/she knows under oath in a court
defense witness
a witness whose statements support the innocence of a person charged with a crime
under the same circumstances

under the same conditions as  the other person 

confront 

to challenge the truth or correctness of something someone has said or done
compulsory

required by law; when you are forced to do something

assistance of counsel

help from an attorney
