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Jennifer Denetdale is a citizen of the Dine' Nation and a resident of Tohatchi, New Mexico.  Currently associate professor of American Studies at the University of New Mexico, Denetdale teaches courses in Native American history and culture. She is the author of "Reclaiming Dine' History: The Legacies of Navajo Chief Manuelito and Juanita (Univ. of Arizona Press, 2007) and a history for young adults, "The Long Walk: The Forced Exile of the Navajo (Chelsea House Publishers, 2007). She is the co-editor of Wicazo Sa Review, Special issue on Native feminisms, Fall 2009. Most recently, she was the guest curator for the exhibit, "Manuelito and Navajo Leaders," at the Navajo Nation Museum, Window Rock, Arizona.
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
