Open to middle and high school teachers new to using the Project
Citizen curriculum, this program will provide you with free professional development, a set of books for use with
your students, and a modest stipend for your efforts. Professional development for teachers begins each summer
in 2020, 2021, and 2022.

The Project Citizen curriculum is active citizenship at its best.

It engages young people in cooperative, project-based learning

as they work as a class to monitor and influence public policy
locally. Students identify a problem in their community, research
alternative policy-based solutions, develop a class policy proposal
to address the problem, and design a political action plan to
convince public officials to adopt and implement the policy.

The Project Citizen Research Program is funded by a research
grant from the U.S. Department of Education to the Center for Civic Education and Georgetown University’s
Civic Education Research Lab. Teachers taking part in the program will:
