3. Discuss the collaboration on legal strategy between African-American and white civil rights lawyers.
4. Evaluate the role of civil rights advocates.

5. Discuss the influence of the Civil Rights Movement on other social reform movements.
6. Describe examples of resistance to the Civil Rights Movement.
7. Analyze the effect of the voting rights legislation and the 24th Amendment.

8. Trace the women’s rights movement from its origin through the 1960’s.

1. Discuss the changing role of women in society.
2. Examine the reasons for the nation’s changing immigration policy.
